The
accommodation is all on one level and comprises of: Entrance vestibule; spacious hallway; well-appointed living room; dining
kitchen; two double bedrooms; beautiful shower room; loft access. Outside there are well-maintained front and rear garden
together with a driveway to the side of the property which leads up to the single garage. Heating is provided by a gas central
heating system and all windows are double glazed. The wall-mounted televisions and brackets in the living room and kitchen, all
fitted flooring, light fittings, and blinds will be included in the sale.

Countesswells Avenue offers easy access to Aberdeen city and the surrounding suburbs. The area is well served by local shops
including those at nearby Mannofield and Seafield. The City Centre with its wealth of amenities is also only a short distance away
either by car or public transport, which is readily available.
